If you are interested in purchasing a group of tickets (AKA block 
tickets) for Karen Kingsbury’s The Christmas Ring, screening on 

October 30, please see below. 
 

For groups larger than 30 please complete the Group Sales form 
 
What are block tickets? 
Block tickets are multiple tickets purchased for a specific feature for any public showtime.  They do not 
constitute a group sale or full theater buy-out (which are handled separately and have fees and contracts 
associated with them).  Generally, block tickets are self-serve and there are no discounts.

You may purchase up to 30 tickets per transaction for any public showtime.  There may be a limit to the 
amount of transactions per day/per credit card.  Seating dependent on availability and may not be all in 
a row.

(Available on the website or at the box office) 
You may purchase up to 10 tickets per transaction for any public showtime. There may be a limit to the 
amount of transactions per day/per credit card.  Seating dependent on availability and may not be all in 
a row.  (Note: B&B's “VIP” bulk tickets are not valid for Fathom titles)

You may purchase up to 20 tickets per transaction for any public showtime.  There is a Limit of 3 
transactions per credit card/per day. 

o If you have a larger group and are not interested in a private screening, you must go to the 
theatre.  Avoid fees by going directly to the box office. 

 Private screenings require the purchase of every seat in the auditorium, plus a $100 booking 
fee ($25 for non-profits).  The auditorium must have a minimum of 40 seats.  Most Cinemark 
auditoriums have over 40 seats.
